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software unless Grace College has a valid license specifically allowing the copying of that software.
Furthermore, site-licensed software should not be distributed to persons other than Grace College

employees or students, or used at locations not covered under the terms of the license agreement.

Avoid downloading or copying programs or data files (including music or video files) that are protected
by copyright laws and to which you have not secured and/or purchased the right to do so. Educause
maintains a list of legal alternatives for obtaining music, videos, and other digital content.

As a responsible user of computing and network resources, you should not:

I Share your user account with anyone else.

I Deliberately perform an act which will seriously impact the operation of computers, terminals,
peripherals, or network devices. This includes, but is not limited to, tampering with computer
hardware or components of a local area network or interfering with the operational readiness of a
PC.

I Knowingly run or distribute a program which could result in the eventual damage to a file, computer
system, or the network. This is directed towards, but not limited to, the classes of programs known
as computer viruses, Trojan horses, and worms.

 Attempt to gain unauthorized access to remote computers, circumvent data protection schemes, or
uncover security loopholes.
